
From autumn 2023 to spring 2025, the French 
Oceanographic Fleet has carried out a foresight 
study to define the future of the fleet - its 
teams, resources, practices and campaigns - 
so that it can continue to sail the seven seas. 
More than 200 scientists from various partner 
institutes and organisations - CNRS, Ifremer, 
IRD, universities, MNHN – took part in 
this collective exercise. 

Oceanographic fleets are essential tools, but 
they face major challenges. They must continue 
to push back the frontiers of knowledge in 
the seas and oceans, which are still too little 
known. They must also transform themselves to 
rapidly reduce their greenhouse gas emissions 
and their impact on the environment.
